The course will feature two weeks of travel to Rwanda.  At the Kigali Institute

teach and learn from one another as well as from faculty members, the class 
will focus on issues of gender, equality, and power.

Rwanda is often rated in the top three in terms of various global gender equity

There is therefore much 
material for fruitful dialogue between American and Rwandan students.
